Due to the increasing participation in our annual 
conference, we are growing out of many theater 
spaces on our host campuses.  This next 
conference, we are going to try what many other 
theatre festivals and conferences do: splitting up all-
conference events.

Conference Kick-off

scene, monologue or ensemble work; a musical 
theatre piece; a pantomime; or some other work 
from your program.  The more unique to your 
program the better!  There will be more details 
about this showcase on our website by the end of 
September, and full details will be outlined in the 
registration packet.
