Enclosed in this packet, you will find various registration materials for the 2012 Utah Theatre Association Conference.  Please look through this information very carefully (check BOTH sides of each page), and follow the directions accordingly for conference registration so that all the right information gets to the correct board member.  

Our website, www.utahtheatreassociation.org, has all of this information online including all conference forms and materials and a link to Provo motels.  Please note that registration materials and payment must be postmarked by DECEMBER 13, 2011.
The 2012 Conference will be held on January 26-28, 2012 on the campus of Brigham Young University in Provo, Utah.  This year’s conference theme is “Impact”.  Registration and check-in will begin at 11:00 a.m. on Thursday, January 26th in the Garden Court of the Wilkinson Student Center.  The first conference event will begin at 2:00 p.m.   You will receive a conference schedule/program for each participant at registration.

Please note:  There will be play productions offered at local schools that will involve traveling.  If you are sharing a bus with another school, please coordinate the groups with your production preferences and write a note on your registration forms that schools are together so that I can be sure to assign you to the same productions.

For you teachers who would like to attend the conference but cannot come for the entire time, we have a one-day registration option available.  We are making some workshops available to adults only – teachers, student teachers, community theatre representatives, etc.  These workshops will be a great opportunity for you to take classes with adults, get to know other teachers, and get away from your students.  They will also give you ideas and help you learn how to teach theatre concepts, etc. to your students.  Attendance at the Teacher Master Class is highly encouraged for all educators at the conference and is necessary to qualify for full licensure points.

You should have the following items in this packet:

· Group registration form.  If you are attending the conference with a group of students, please fill out the group registration form.  Please do not fill out individual registration forms for your students, but rather collect their monies and submit them together on the group form.  You can also print off the group registration form from our website.  Please note the cost of conference fees listed on the registration form: Students $75.00, Chaperones $35.00 (teachers bringing students are free).  Please direct any questions you may have about registration to Robin Edwards at info@utahtheatreassociation.org or 801-259-6272.  Registration forms and monies are due December 13, 2011.  Registrations postmarked after this date MUST include an additional $10.00 late fee per person and does not guarantee full conference privileges.  After January 13, 2012 all late registrations must be completed on-site.  There are no refunds for registration costs.
· Please note the section on the registration form where you can submit a nomination for your school’s Theatre Student of the Year.  The Theatre Student of the Year nominee can be any one of your students that you feel deserves the honor of this recognition at the conference kickoff.
· Individual registration form.  If you are attending the conference on your own, or if you have individual students attending the conference without you, please use the individual registration form. Educators can register for the entire conference or for one-day only.  You can also print off the individual registration form from our website.  Please note the cost in conference fees listed on the registration form: Students $75.00, Chaperones $35.00, Solo-Educators $65.00 for full conference and $35.00 for an Educator one-day registration. Registrations postmarked after this date MUST include an additional $10.00 late fee and does not guarantee full conference privileges.  After January 13, 2012 all late registrations must be completed on-site.  There are no refunds for registration costs.
· Student playwriting contest information. Remind your student playwrights that scripts are due to Mitzi Mecham of Logan High School (435-755-2380) and must be emailed by December 1, 2011 to be considered for the Utah Young Playwrights Festival and Staged Readings at the conference.  
· Acting scholarship audition information. Please note changes to the audition process and fill out the appropriate form regarding your selected auditioners.  Direct all questions and send all acting scholarship audition materials to Melanie Day at Box Elder High School (435-734-4840).  Postmark deadline is January 6, 2012.

· Technical theatre scholarship interview & display information.  Please fill out the appropriate forms for your technical theatre auditioners.  Direct all questions and send all technical theatre scholarship materials to Steve Schmid at Taylorsville High School (801-891-6601).  Postmark deadline is January 6, 2012.

· A handout Impact Showcase.  If you choose to submit a performance piece for the showcase, be sure to include your submission WITH your registration form.  If you wish, you may fill this out from the electronic document online and print it off to submit.
· A handout detailing the pre-conference scholarship workshop.

· A basic schedule of events for the conference.  Please note the changes we are making to the schedule due to our growing participation size and the limitations of the host school.  All registered schools and participants will be assigned a yellow or orange badge and follow those colored schedules on Friday.

We are excited for this year’s conference and are anxious to have you and your students attend.  If you have any questions, please look at our website for the fall Prompter newsletter, copies of registration forms, audition information and other things.  If your questions are not answered after checking out the website, please call the appropriate board member listed on the website contact list for help.  Once we process your registration and monies, you will be receiving a confirmation letter regarding the conference and a more detailed schedule in January.
