UTA Tech & Design Scholarship Information

WHO MAY AUDITION?

Graduating high school seniors attending the UTA Convention who plan on continued education and career in technical theatre, theatre design or stage management, and are recommended by their theatre teacher.

HOW MANY MAY AUDITION?

The number of students from each school is dependent on how many student registrants the school has:
1-5 registered - 1 student can display and interview

25-31 registered - 5 students can display and interview

5-10 registered - 2 students can display and interview

32-38 registered - 6 students can display and interview

11-17 registered - 3 students can display and interview

39-45 registered - 7 students can display and interview

18-24 registered - 4 students can display and interview

46 or more registered - 8 students  (capped at 8)

Missing registration fees will freeze interviewees’ status; absolutely no one will be allowed to display or interview if they have missed any deadline

DISPLAY

Students must prepare a display that demonstrates their skill, competency, and experience within the fields of technical theatre, theatre design or stage management. Displays are to be on view Thursday through Saturday of the conference. Students will be assigned a 4’x4’ space in which to set up their display. Access to power outlets, secure wall hangings, tables or other amenities cannot be guaranteed. Portfolios may be part of the display, but must be portable for the interviews on Saturday. 

PORTFOLIO
Students must have a portfolio that documents the projects they have completed on actual shows as well as classroom assignments for non-realized shows. Portfolios may be any size so long as the student can carry it with then to each interview. The Portfolio should be well thought out, labeled clearly and correctly, and look professional.

INTERVIEWS
Interviews will be held Saturday. Each interview will last eight (8) minutes and allow two (2) minutes to pass to the next scheduled interview. Students should practice presenting their portfolio in 4-5 minutes, allowing 3-4 minutes for open questioning. Teachers, please work with your student interviewees to prepare them properly for these scholarship interviews.  Help them in preparing their display and compile a thoughtful portfolio, provide mock interviews, etc. so that your student(s) can have the most successful experience possible

RESUMES & HEADSHOTS

Each student must complete the Technical Theatre/Design Application and must have 25 resumes/headshots (YES! Techies need headshots!) mailed (postmarked) by JANUARY 6, 2012 to:

Tech/Design Check-list

CAREFULLY read the information provided to prepare for the UTA Scholarship interviews.

· Create a professional resume using the guidelines provided on information sheet.  DO NOT FORGET TO PUT YOUR ACT score AND cumulative GPA ON YOUR RESUME.

· Make sure your teacher has signed the UTA TECH/DESIGN APPLICATION form with your correct name spelling and information. 

· Send/deliver all resumes/headshots and verification form ON TIME to insure display space and interviews.

· Document your work! Try to show “process”. Include research and inspirational materials, highlight specific techniques in construction/ or implementation, and (most important of all) have good quality images or examples of the final product. 

· Make sure all labeling of display and portfolio items is clear, consistent and accurate.

· Bring a table! =)

· Make an emergency kit of office supplies to insure you can set up your display quickly and securely. REMEMBER THAT ACCESS TO ELECTRICITY CANNOT BE GUARANTEED. If you plan to use electronic devises in your display and/or portfolio, bring appropriate extension cords, and a way to ensure they can be secured in the event they cross a pedestrian pathway.
· If you are using technology or if your display is in any way “interactive” have it clearly marked. Give us a sign that says “to start, push play”, Likewise if items are too delicate, fragile or expensive for curious handling, politely tell us so.

· Make sure your portfolio starts and finishes strong. Lead off with a “wow” project, Include several other projects that show the range of skills, competency and expertise within a given field. It is always a good idea to finish with the project you are currently working on, or have sketches, drawings or related art pieces stuck in the back pocket of the folder.
· You have eight (8) minutes to interview with each school you list in your three choices.  Rehearse it well.

· Be able to present your portfolio in 4-5 minutes.

· Have prepared questions for the college/university reps:

· Ask specific questions about current or past seasons.

· Know what degrees and certifications they offer

· Remember, the university representatives are looking for artists who are also communicators.  The better able you are to express your inspirations, process and ideas the more interested the representatives will be in the students’ abilities.

· Practice presenting your portfolio.

· Professional behavior and attitude is PARAMOUNT in securing scholarship monies from universities and colleges.  Professional dress and hygiene is encouraged.

· Keep copies of your resume and headshots on you at all times during the conference. You never know who else will see your work and want to know more about you.

TECH/DESIGN RESUME Instruction Form

Resumes are the best way to represent yourself when you cannot be there.  Follow this format and look at technical theatre, theatre design and stage management resume examples on line to create a professional looking resume.

1. Resumes should be one page only! Photocopy the headshot on the reverse to reduce bulk.

2. ALWAYS make sure your name is centered at the top of the page in LARGE easy-to-read type. 

3. Make sure your contact information is correct and available under your name:  address; phone/cell number; email address

4. Make sure your statistics are correct: height; weight; eye and hair color; date-of-birth

5. Make sure your education is clear and correct: high school; coaches and teachers; GPA and ACT scores; other classes and courses, etc. 

6. In terms of formatting: points 2-4 above can be smaller print.  Your experience should be larger and VERY EASY TO READ.  It is best to put your experiences in columns.  ALWAYS start with your most recent experience first.

7. State the year of the experience in the first column. 

8. State the title of the play in the second column.

9. State the position you held in the third column.

10. State the director in the fourth column.

11. State where you performed in the fifth column. Example:

The Rainmaker
Costume Designer

D. Director

Theatre/stage

12. If you still have room on the page, add special talents, awards, positions etc.  

13. The MOST important information is your experience.  Don’t get too self-indulgent by adding so much information it takes effort to read.  Make your resume as clean, clear and as easy to read as possible.  Technical theatre and design resumes are typically one-page documents, so be sure to make your information fit neatly on one page.  It is wise to get resume paper – slightly heavier and thicker than regular copy paper – to print your resume and headshot on. Please avoid the temptation to use color or parchment! Keep it clean looking and professional.

14. Your headshot should be professional and printed or Xeroxed on the backside of your resume sheet.  DO NOT STAPLE, TAPE OR GLUE your headshot to the back.
